




















or dangers on the property, including dangers resulting from fire-damaged or hazard trees.
Property owners and residents must do their own investigation to determine whether there

are any other health hazards or dangers on the property. The issuance of a building permit for the
property does not accomplish this task.

A building permit is a ministerial action requiring only limited review by the County to
ensure that the structure meets all applicable building standards. In most zones, an individual is
allowed by right to construct a residence after receiving a building permit which only requires
conformity to building standards.

The building permit is issued based on information supplied by the applicant without
independent investigation by the County of the property or potential health hazards or dangers.

Given the limited scope of enforcement, it is not possible for the County to identify
potential health hazards or dangers which are not directly associated with the permitted structure.

The applicant is in a position to inspect the property, identify potential health hazards or
dangers, and tailor the application to avoid any potential health hazards or dangers.
