BACKGROUND & DISCUSSION:

The Sheriff’s Office utilizes the services of many vendors. All service agreements over
$10,000.00 require Board approval.

Attached is the service agreement between the County of Plumas, Office of the Sheriff
and one of the vendors that provide helicopter rentals with licensed pilots for the
Sheriff’s law enforcement needs - A & P Helicopters, Inc. (PCSO00001).

This agreement has been approved by County Counsel. It is now being submitted for
Board approval as per County policy.

Services Agreement

This Agreement is made this 1st day of June, 2017, by and between the COUNTY OF
PLUMAS, a political subdivision of the State of California, by and through its Sheriff’s
Department (hereinafter referred to as “County”), and A & P Helicopters, Inc., a Contractor, a
California corporation (hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”).

The parties agree as follows:

1. Scope of Work. Contractor shall provide the County with services as set forth in Exhibit
A, attached hereto.

2. Compensation. County shall pay Contractor for services provided to County pursuant to
this Agreement in the manner set forth in Exhibit B, attached hereto. The total amount
paid by County to Contractor under this Agreement shall not exceed fifty thousand
Dollars ($50,000.00).

3. Term. The term of this agreement shall be from the date signed through December 31,
2017, unless terminated earlier as provided herein.

4. Termination. Either party may terminate this agreement by giving thirty (30) days
written notice to the other party.

5. Non-Appropriation of Funds. It is mutually agreed that if, for the current fiscal year
and/or any subsequent fiscal years covered under this Agreement, insufficient funds are
appropriated to make the payments called for by this Agreement, this Agreement shall be
of no further force or effect. In this event, the County shall have no liability to pay any
further funds whatsoever to Contractor or furnish any other consideration under this
Agreement and Contractor shall not be obligated to perform any further services under
this Agreement. If funding for any fiscal year is reduced or deleted for the purposes of
this program, the County shall have the option to either cancel this Agreement with no
further liability incurring to the County, or offer an amendment to Contractor to reflect
the reduced amount available to the program. The parties acknowledge and agree that the
limitations set forth above are required by Article XVI, section 18 of the California
Constitution. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that said Article XVI, section 18 of
the California Constitution supersedes any conflicting law, rule, regulation or statute.

6. Warranty and Legal Compliance. The services provided under this Agreement are non-
exclusive and shall be completed promptly and competently. Contractor shall guarantee
all parts and labor for a period of one year following the expiration of the term of this
Agreement unless otherwise specified in Exhibit A. Contractor agrees to comply with all
applicable terms of state and federal laws and regulations, all applicable grant funding
conditions, and all applicable terms of the Plumas County Code and the Plumas County
Purchasing and Practice Policies.

7. Amendment. This Agreement may be amended at any time by mutual agreement of the
parties, expressed in writing and duly executed by both parties. No alteration of the



terms of this Agreement shall be valid or binding upon either party unless made in
writing and duly executed by both parties.

Indemnification. To the furthest extent permitted by law (including without limitation
California Civil Code Sections 2782 and 2782.8, if applicable), County shall not be liable
for, and Contractor shall defend and indemnify County and its officers, agents,
employees, and volunteers (collectively “County Parties”), against any and all claims,
deductibles, self-insured retentions, demands, liability, judgments, awards, fines,
mechanics; liens or other liens, labor disputes, losses, damages, expenses, charges or
costs of any kind or character, including attorney’s fees and court costs (hereinafter
collectively referred to as “Claims”), which arise out of or are in any way connected to
the work covered by this Agreement arising either directly or indirectly from any act,
error, omission or negligence of Contractor or its officers, employees, agents, contractors,
licensees or servants, including, without limitation, Claims caused by the concurrent
negligent act, error or omission, whether active or passive of County Parties. Contractor
shall have no obligation, however, to defend or indemnify County Parties from a Claim if
it is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction that such Claim was caused by the
sole negligence or willful misconduct of County Parties.

Insurance. Contractor agrees to maintain the following insurance coverage throughout
the term of this Agreement:

a. Commercial general liability (and professional liability, if applicable to the
services provided) coverage, with minimum per occurrence limit of the
greater of (i) the limit available on the policy, or (ii) one million dollars
($1,000,000).

b. Automobile liability coverage (including non-owned automobiles) with
minimum bodily injury limit of the greater of (i) the limit available on the
policy, or (ii) two-hundred fifty thousands dollars ($250,000) per person and
five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) per accident, as well as a minimum
property damage limit of the greater of (i) the limit available on the policy, or
(11) fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) per accident.

c. Each policy of commercial general liability (and professional liability, if
applicable to the services provided) coverage and automobile liability
coverage (including non-owned automobiles) shall meet the following
requirements:

i. Each policy shall be endorsed to name the County, its officers, officials,
employees, representatives and agents (collectively, for the purpose of this
section 9, the “County”) as additional insured. The Additional Insured
endorsement shall be at least as broad as ISO Form Number CG 20 38 04
13; and

ii. All coverage available under such policy to Contractor, as the named
insured, shall also be available and applicable to the County, as the
additional insured; and

iii.  All of Contractor’s available insurance proceeds in excess of the specified
minimum limits shall be available to satisfy any and all claims of the
County, including defense costs and damages; and

iv. Any insurance limitations are independent of and shall not limit the
indemnification terms of this Agreement; and

v. Contractor’s policy shall be primary insurance as respects the County, its
officers, officials, employees, representatives and agents, and any
insurance or self-insurance maintained by the County, its officers,
officials, employees, representatives and agents shall be in excess of the
Contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it, and such policy
shall contain any endorsements necessary to effectuate this provision. The
primary and non-contributory endorsement shall be at least as broad as
ISO Form 20 01 04 13; and

vi. To the extent that Contractor carries any excess insurance policy
applicable to the work performed under this Agreement, such excess
insurance policy shall also apply on a primary and non-contributory basis
for the benefit of the County before the County’s own primary insurance
policy or self-insurance shall be called upon to protect it as a named
insured, and such policy shall contain any endorsements necessary to
effectuate this provision.

d. Workers Compensation insurance in accordance with California state law.

If requested by County in writing, Contractor shall furnish a certificate of insurance
satisfactory to County as evidence that the insurance required above is being maintained.
Said certificate of insurance shall include a provision stating that the insurers will not
cancel the insurance coverage without thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to the County.
County reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance
policies, including endorsements affecting the coverage required by these specifications
at any time. All insurance policies shall be endorsed to name the County, its officers,
officials, employees, representatives and agents as additional insured. Contractor’s
insurance shall be primary insurance as respects the County, its officers, officials,
employees, representatives and agents, and any insurance or self-insurance maintained by
the County, its officers, officials, employees, representatives and agents shall be in excess
of the Contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it. Contractors shall require
that each of its subcontractors maintain insurance meeting all of the requirements of this
section.

Licenses and Permits. Contractor represents and warrants to County that it or its
principals have all licenses, permits, qualifications, and approvals of whatsoever nature

that are legally required for Contractor to practice its profession and to perform its duties
and obligations under this Agreement. Contractor represents and warrants to County that
Contractor shall, at its sole cost and expense, keep in effect at all times during the term of
this Agreement any licenses, permits, and approvals that are legally required for
Contractor or its principals to practice its professions and to perform its duties and
obligations under this Agreement.

Relationship of Parties. It is understood that Contractor is not acting hereunder as an
employee of the County, but solely as an independent contractor. Contractor, by virtue of
this Agreement, has no authority to bind, or incur any obligation on behalf of, County.
Except as expressly provided in this Agreement, Contractor has no authority or
responsibility to exercise any rights or power vested in County. It is understood by both
Contractor and County that this Agreement shall not under any circumstances be
construed or considered to create an employer-employee relationship or joint venture.

Assignment. Contractor may not assign, subcontract, sublet, or transfer its interest in this
Agreement without the prior written consent of the County.

Non-discrimination. Contractor agrees not to discriminate in the provision of service
under this Agreement on the basis of race, color, religion, marital status, national origin,
ancestry, sex, sexual orientation, physical or mental handicap, age, or medical condition.

Services Agreement

This Agreement is made by and between the COUNTY OF PLUMAS, a political

subdivision of the State of California, by and through its Sheriff’s Office (hereinafter referred to
as “County”), and LITTLE NORWAY MARINE SERVICE, a general partnership, (hereinafter
referred to as “Contractor”).

The parties agree as follows:

Contractor agrees to obtain endorsements for third party general liability
coverage required here to include as additional insureds County, its
officials, employees and agents. Contractor also agrees to require this
same provision of all subcontractors, joint ventures or other parties
engaged by or on behalf of Contractor in relation to this agreement.

Contractor agrees to require insurers to provide notice to County thirty
(30) days prior to cancellation of such liability coverage or any of any
material alteration or non-renewal of any such coverage, other than for
non-payment of premium. Contractor shall assure that this provision also
applies to any subcontractors, joint venturers or any other party engaged
by or on behalf of contractor in relation to this Agreement. Certificate(s)
are to reflect that the issuer will provide thirty (30) days notice to County
of any cancellation of coverage.

It is acknowledged by the parties of this agreement that all insurance
coverage required to be provided by Contractor or any subcontractor, is
intended to apply on a primary non-contributing basis in relation to any
other insurance or self insurance available to County.

The Contractor’s insurance shall apply separately to each insured against
whom claim is made or suit is brought, except with respect to the limits of
the insurer's liability; shall include a cross-liability clause permitting suits
between insureds; and shall provide that an act or omission of one of the
insureds shall not reduce or avoid coverage to the other insureds.

No liability insurance coverage provided to comply with Agreement shall
prohibit Contractor, or Contractor’s employees, or agents, from waiving
the right of subrogation prior to loss, Contractor waives its right to
subrogation against the County.

5.3.  Certificates of Insurance. Contractor shall provide to County certificates of

insurance showing the insurance coverages and required endorsements described above, in a
form and content approved by County, prior to performing any services under this Agreement.

5.4.  Non-limiting. Nothing in this Section shall be construed as limiting in any way,
the indemnification provision contained in this Agreement, or the extent to which Contractor
may be held responsible for payments of damages to persons or property.

5.5  Malpractice insurance. The County shall procure and obtain medical malpractice

liability insurance with policy limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00),
combined single limits, per occurrence and aggregate, to cover Contractor for all services
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provided in accordance with this Agreement. A Certificate of Insurance evidencing this
insurance is attached hereto as Exhibit “C.”

6.0. GENERAL PROVISIONS

6.1.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the
parties with respect to any matter referenced herein and supersedes any and all other prior
writings and oral negotiations. This Agreement may be modified only in writing, and signed by
the parties in interest at the time of such modification. The terms of this Agreement shall prevail
over any inconsistent provision in any other contract document appurtenant hereto, including
exhibits to this Agreement.

6.2.  Representatives. The Sheriff or his designee shall be the representative of County
for purposes of this Agreement and may issue all consents, approvals, directives and agreements
on behalf of the County, called for by this Agreement, except as otherwise expressly provided in
this Agreement.

Contractor shall designate a representative for purposes of this Agreement who
shall be authorized to issue all consents, approvals, directives and agreements on behalf of
Contractor called for by this Agreement, except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement.

6.3.  Project Managers. County shall designate a Project Manager to work directly
with Contractor in the performance of this Agreement.

Contractor shall designate a Project Manager who shall represent it and be its
agent in all consultations with County during the term of this Agreement. Contractor or its
Project Manager shall attend and assist in all coordination meetings called by County.

6.4. Notices. Any notices, documents, correspondence or other communications
concerning this Agreement or the work hereunder may be provided by personal delivery,
facsimile or mail and shall be addressed as set forth below. Such communication shall be
deemed served or delivered: a) at the time of delivery if such communication is sent by personal
delivery; b) at the time of transmission if such communication is sent by facsimile; and c) 48
hours after deposit in the U.S. Mail as reflected by the official U.S. postmark if such
communication is sent through regular United States mail.

6.5.  Drug Free Workplace. Contractor certifies that it provides a drug-free workplace
by complying with all provisions of California’s Drug Free Workplace Act of 1990.
Contractor’s failure to conform to these requirements shall constitute a material breach of this
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Agreement and shall be cause for immediate termination of this Agreement by County.

6.6.  Attorneys’ Fees. In the event that litigation is brought by any party in connection
with this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the opposing party all
costs and expenses, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, incurred by the prevailing party in the
exercise of any of its rights or remedies hereunder or the enforcement of any of the terms,
conditions, or provisions hereof.

6.7. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed under the
laws of the State of California without giving effect to that body of laws pertaining to conflict of
laws. In the event of any legal action to enforce or interpret this Agreement, the parties hereto
agree that the sole and exclusive venue shall be a court of competent jurisdiction located in
Plumas County, California.

6.8.  Assignment. Contractor shall not voluntarily or by operation of law assign,
transfer, sublet or encumber all or any part of Contractor's interest in this Agreement without
County's prior written consent. Any attempted assignment, transfer, subletting or encumbrance
shall be void and shall constitute a breach of this Agreement and cause for termination of this
Agreement. Regardless of County's consent, no subletting or assignment shall release Contractor
of Contractor's obligation to perform all other obligations to be performed by Contractor
hereunder for the term of this Agreement.

6.9. Indemnification and Hold Harmless. To the fullest extent permitted by law,
Contractor shall protect, defend with counsel approved in writing by County, indemnify and hold
harmless County and its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents and those
special districts and agencies which County’s Board of Supervisors acts as the governing Board
(“County Indemnitees”) from any and all claims, liabilities, expenses, including attorney fees,
damage to property or injuries to or death of any person or persons or damages of any nature
including, but not by way of limitation, all civil claims or workers’ compensation claims arising
out of, pertaining to, or relating in any way with the intentional or negligent acts, error or
omissions of Contractor, its employees, agents or subcontractors (but excluding employees of the
Sheriff’s Office of the County to the extent such Sheriff’s Office employees may be considered
employees, agents or subcontractors of Contractor) in the performance of this Agreement. If
judgment is entered against Contractor and County by a court of competent jurisdiction because
of concurrent active negligence of Contractor and County Indemnitees, Contractor and County
agree that liability will be apportioned as determined by the court. Notwithstanding anything
stated above, nothing contained herein shall relieve Contractor of any insurance requirements or
obligations created elsewhere in this Agreement.

6.10. Independent Contractor. Contractor is and shall be acting at all times as an
independent contractor and not as an employee of County. Contractor shall secure, at his
expense, and be responsible for any and all payment of Income Tax, Social Security, State
Disability Insurance Compensation, Unemployment Compensation, and other payroll deductions
for Contractor and its officers, agents, and employees, and all business licenses, if any are
required, in connection with the services to be performed hereunder.

6.11. PERS Eligibility Indemnification. In the event that Contractor or any employee,
agent, or subcontractor of Contractor providing services under this Agreement claims or is
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction or the California Public Employees Retirement
System (PERS) to be eligible for enrollment in PERS as an employee of the County, Contractor
shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless County for the payment of any employee and/or
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employer contributions for PERS benefits on behalf of Contractor or its employees, agents, or
subcontractors, as well as for the payment of any penalties and interest on such contributions,
which would otherwise be the responsibility of County.

Notwithstanding any other agency, state or federal policy, rule, regulation, law or ordinance to
the contrary, Contractor and any of its employees, agents, and subcontractors providing service
under this Agreement shall not qualify for or become entitled to, and hereby agree to waive any
claims to, any compensation, benefit, or any incident of employment by County, including but
not limited to eligibility to enroll in PERS as an employee of County and entitlement to any
contribution to be paid by County for employer contribution and/or employee contributions for
PERS benefits.

6.11.  Ownership of Documents. All findings, reports, documents, information and data
including, but not limited to, computer tapes or discs, files and tapes furnished or prepared by
Contractor or any of its subcontractors in the course of performance of this Agreement, shall be
and remain the sole property of County. Contractor agrees that any such documents or
information shall not be made available to any individual or organization without the prior
consent of County. Contractor shall deliver to County any findings, reports, documents,
information, data, in any form, including but not limited to, computer tapes, discs, files audio
tapes or any other Project related items as requested by County or its authorized representative,
at no additional cost to the County.

6.12. Public Records Act Disclosure. Contractor has been advised and is aware that all
reports, documents, information and data including, but not limited to, computer tapes, discs or
files furnished or prepared by Contractor, or any of its subcontractors, and provided to County
may be subject to public disclosure as required by the California Public Records Act (California
Government Code Section 6250 et. seq.). Exceptions to public disclosure may be those
documents or information that qualify as trade secrets, as that term is defined in the California
Government Code Section 6254.7, and of which Contractor informs County of such trade secret.
The County will endeavor to maintain as confidential all information obtained by it that is
designated as a trade secret. The County shall not, in any way, be liable or responsible for the
disclosure of any trade secret including, without limitation, those records so marked if disclosure
is deemed to be required by law or by order of the Court.

6.13.  Responsibility for Errors. Contractor shall be responsible for its work and results
under this Agreement. Contractor, when requested, shall furnish clarification and/or explanation
as may be required by the County’s representative, regarding any services rendered under this
Agreement at no additional cost to County. In the event that an error or omission attributable to
Contractor occurs, then Contractor shall, at no cost to County, provide all necessary professional
services necessary to rectify and correct the matter to the sole satisfaction of County and to
participate in any meeting required with regard to the correction.

6.14. Prohibited Employment. Contractor will not employ any regular employee of
County while this Agreement is in effect. This prohibition does not extend to contracting for
services from the County or any County department or agency where such contract does not
create any employer/employee relationship between Contractor and the County or any County
employee.

6.15.  Order of Precedence. In the event of an inconsistency in this Agreement and any
of the attached Exhibits, the terms set forth in this Agreement shall prevail. If, and to the extent
this Agreement incorporates by reference any provisions of the Exhibits such provisions shall be
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deemed a part of this Agreement. Nevertheless, if there is any conflict among the terms and
conditions of this Agreement and those of any such provision or provisions so incorporated by
reference, this Agreement shall govern over the attachments.

6.16. Costs. Each party shall bear its own costs and fees incurred in the preparation and
negotiation of this Agreement and in the performance of its obligations hereunder except as
expressly provided herein.

6.17. No Third Party Beneficiary Rights. This Agreement is entered into for the sole
benefit of County and Contractor and no other parties are intended to be direct or incidental
beneficiaries of this Agreement and no third party shall have any right in, under or to this
Agreement.

6.18. Headings. Paragraphs and subparagraph headings contained in this Agreement
are included solely for convenience and are not intended to modify, explain or to be a full or
accurate description of the content thereof and shall not in any way affect the meaning or
interpretation of this Agreement.

6.19. Construction. The parties have participated jointly in the negotiation and drafting
of this Agreement. In the event an ambiguity or question of intent or interpretation arises with
respect to this Agreement, this Agreement shall be construed as if drafted jointly by the parties
and in accordance with its fair meaning. There shall be no presumption or burden of proof
favoring or disfavoring any party by virtue of the authorship of any of the provisions of this
Agreement.

6.20. Amendments. Only a writing executed by the parties hereto or their respective
successors and assigns may amend this Agreement.

6.21. Waiver. The delay or failure of either party at any time to require performance or
compliance by the other of any of its obligations or agreements shall in no way be deemed a
waiver of those rights to require such performance or compliance. No waiver of any provision of
this Agreement shall be effective unless in writing and signed by a duly authorized representative
of the party against whom enforcement of a waiver is sought. The waiver of any right or remedy
in respect to any occurrence or event shall not be deemed a waiver of any right or remedy in
respect to any other occurrence or event, nor shall any waiver constitute a continuing waiver.

6.22. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is determined by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable in any circumstance, such determination shall not
affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining terms and provisions hereof or of the
offending provision in any other circumstance. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the value of
this Agreement, based upon the substantial benefit of the bargain for any party is materially
impaired, which determination as made by the presiding court or arbitrator of competent
jurisdiction shall be binding, then both parties agree to substitute such provision(s) through good
faith negotiations.

6.23. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each
of which shall be deemed an original. All counterparts shall be construed together and shall
constitute one agreement.

6.24. Corporate Authority. The persons executing this Agreement on behalf of the
parties hereto warrant that they are duly authorized to execute this Agreement on behalf of said
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parties and that by doing so, the parties hereto are formally bound to the provisions of this
Agreement.

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EXHIBIT A
SCOPE OF WORK

Contractor shall provide the following medical services twenty-four hours a day, seven days a
week. Contractor is not responsible for providing any nursing services under this Agreement.

On-Call: Physicians shall provide on-call services between 5 p.m. and 8 am. Monday through
Friday, as well as weekends and holidays. Physicians will respond within thirty minutes to
perform screening medical triage as defined below.

Triage: Triage will consist of phone conversations with jail nurse and/or correctional officers to
determine urgency of medical need and appropriate plan for further medical evaluation.

Medical Evaluation:

Urgent life threatening inmate issues shall be handled through the Emergency Medical System
while simultaneously notifying the on-call physician. No delay should be incurred by waiting for
the on-call physician to respond. Physician may mitigate EMS services through direct
communication with paramedics or EMTS.

Semi-urgent, non-life threatening issues will be handled through direct communication between
the on-call physician and the on-call nurse. In most cases, the on-call nurse shall evaluate the
inmate in person in a time frame reasonable to appropriately address the medical need at hand.

Non-urgent issues shall generally be addressed by the jail nurse during normal “sick call” hours.

Supervision: Physicians agree to provide “sick call”, “call-back” and “on-call” supervision to jail
nurse via phone consultation. This may include telemedicine when deemed appropriate, when
equipment becomes available.

Site Visits: Contracted physicians will perform site visits once weekly to perform face-to-face
medical evaluations on inmates referred by the jail nurse. Physician will address any concerns
brought forward by the jail staff. This onsite visit will generally occur on Fridays at 8:00 a.m. but
may vary to accommodate physician schedules.

Medications: Physicians shall be solely responsible for prescribing inmate medications.
Physician may direct the jail nurse to carry out dispensing of medications in conjunction with
correctional officers.

Procedures: Minor office and surgical procedures may be performed by contracted physicians
(i.e. joint injections, wound debridement, splinting, etc) as deemed medically appropriate.
Traumas, including suspected fractures, dislocations, lacerations requiring repair, head injuries or
injuries requiring imaging, i.e. x-rays, will be evaluated in the emergency room.

Nursing Services: Any nurses provided by the County, whether employees of the County or
independent contractors, shall serve under the supervision of Contractor.
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EXHIBIT B

FEE SCHEDULE

1. For services satisfactorily rendered, and upon receipt and approval of an invoice for said
services, the County agrees to compensate Contractor a flat fee of Four Thousand Five
Hundred and No/100 Dollars ($4,500.00) per month.

2. Invoices from Contractor shall be made no more frequently than monthly, and must be
signed by an authorized representative of Contractor. Invoices shall be submitted to the
Project Manager designated by the County at the address provided in Section 6.4 of this
Agreement.

3. County shall be responsible for the payment of all medical prescriptions, laboratory
testing services, medical bills for hospitalized inmates, over-the-counter medications, and
medical supplies not otherwise covered by this Agreement. The County shall pay these
costs directly to the vendors of such goods and services, unless an alternative
arrangement is approved in writing by the County’s Project Manager.

4. Contractor shall be responsible for the costs of providing medical samples, as obtained,
for use by the inmates.

5. County shall be responsible for the payment of any premiums for physician’s malpractice

insurance required under this Agreement , as well as the costs of all nursing services
provided at the jail.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT
FOR
NURSING SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this 1% day of July, 2017 (“Effective
Date”), by and between the COUNTY OF PLUMAS, a political subdivision of the State of
California, by and through its Sheriff’s Office (“County”), and May Nursing Services, an
Individually owned business.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, County proposes to have Contractor perform nursing services at the Plumas
County Correctional Facility as described herein below; and

WHEREAS, Contractor represents that it has that degree of specialized expertise
contemplated within California Government Code, Section 37103, and holds all necessary
licenses to practice and perform the services herein contemplated; and

WHEREAS, County and Contractor desire to contract for specific services in connection
with the scope of work described below and desire to set forth their rights, duties and liabilities
in connection with the services to be performed; and

WHEREAS, no official or employee of County has a financial interest, within the
provisions of California Government Code, Sections 1090-1092, in the subject matter of this
Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions
contained herein, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1.0. SERVICES PROVIDED BY CONTRACTOR

1.1, Scope of Services. Contractor shall provide the professional services described in
the Scope of Work attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference.

1.2.  Professional Practices. All professional services to be provided by Contractor
pursuant to this Agreement shall be provided by personnel experienced in their respective fields
and in a manner consistent with the standards of care, diligence and skill ordinarily exercised by
professional Contractors in similar fields and circumstances in accordance with sound
professional practices. Contractor also warrants that it is familiar with all laws that may affect
its performance of this Agreement and shall advise County of any changes in any laws that may
affect Contractor’s performance of this Agreement.

1.3. - Warranty. Contractor warrants that it shall perform the services required by this
Agreement in compliance with all applicable Federal and California employment laws including,
but not limited to, those laws related to minimum hours and wages; occupational health and
safety; fair employment and employment practices; workers’ compensation insurance and safety
in employment; and all other Federal, State and local laws and ordinances applicable to the
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services required under this Agreement. Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless County
from and against all claims, demands, payments, suits, actions, proceedings, and judgments of
every nature and description including attorneys’ fees and costs, presented, brought, or recovered
against County for, or on account of any liability under any of the above-mentioned laws, which
may be incurred by reason of Contractor’s performance under this Agreement.

1.4.  Non-discrimination. In performing this Agreement, Contractor shall not engage
in, nor permit its agents to engage in, discrimination in employment of persons because of their
race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry, age, physical handicap, medical condition, marital
status, sexual gender or sexual orientation, except as permitted pursuant to Section 12940 of the
Government Code. Violation of this provision may result in the imposition of penalties referred
to in Labor Code, Section 1735.

1.5. Non-Exclusive Agreement. Contractor acknowledges that County may enter into
agreements with other Contractors for services similar to the services that are subject to this
Agreement or may have its own employees perform services similar to those services
contemplated by this Agreement.

1.6.  Delegation and Assignment. This is a personal service contract, and the duties set
forth herein shall not be delegated or assigned to any person or entity without the prior written
consent of County. Contractor engage a subcontractor(s) as permitted by law and may employ
other personnel to perform services contemplated by this Agreement at Contractor’s sole cost
and expense.

2.0. COMPENSATION AND BILLING

2.1.  Compensation. Contractor shall be paid in accordance with the fee schedule set
forth in Exhibit “B,” attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement (the “Fee Schedule”).
Contractor’s compensation shall in no case exceed Two Hundred Thirty Five Thousand and
00/100 Dollars ($235,000.00).

2.2 Contingency of Funding. Contractor acknowledges that funding or portions of
funding for this agreement may also be contingent upon receipt of funds from the state or federal
government, and/or appropriation of funds by these entities to County. If such funding and/or
appropriations are not forthcoming, or otherwise limited, County may immediately terminate this
Agreement without penalty.

2.3, Additional Services. Contractor shall not receive compensation for any services
provided outside the scope of services specified in Exhibit “A” unless the County, prior to
Contractor performing the additional services, approves such additional services in writing. It is
specifically understood that oral requests and/or approvals of such additional services or
additional compensation shall be barred and are unenforceable.

2.4.  Method of Billing. Contractor shall submit invoices to County for approval and
payment on a monthly basis. County shall pay Contractor’s invoice within thirty (30) days from
the date County receives said invoice. Any additional services approved and performed pursuant
to this Agreement shall be designated as “Additional Services” and shall identify the number of
the authorized change order, where applicable, on all invoices.
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2.5.  Records and Audits. Records of Contractor’s services relating to this Agreement
shall be maintained in accordance with generally recognized accounting principles and shall be
made available to County for inspection and/or audit at mutually convenient times for a period of
four (4) years from the Effective Date.

3.0. TIME OF PERFORMANCE

3.1.  Commencement and Completion of Work. The professional services to be
performed pursuant to this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date of this Agreement.
Failure to commence work in a timely manner and/or diligently pursue work to completion may
be grounds for termination of this Agreement.

3.2.  Excusable Delays. Neither party shall be responsible for delays or lack of
performance resulting from acts beyond the reasonable control of the party or parties. Such acts
shall include, but not be limited to, acts of God, fire, strikes, material shortages, compliance with
laws or regulations, riots, acts of war, or any other conditions beyond the reasonable control of a

party.

4.0. TERM AND TERMINATION

4.1. Term. This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and continue for a
period of one (1) year, ending on June 30, 2018, unless previously terminated as provided herein
or as otherwise agreed to in writing by the parties.

4.2.  Notice of Termination. The County reserves and has the right and privilege of
canceling, suspending or abandoning the execution of all or any part of the work contemplated
by this Agreement, with or without cause, at any time, by providing written notice to Contractor.
The termination of this Agreement shall be deemed effective upon receipt of the notice of
termination. In the event of such termination, Contractor shall immediately stop rendering
services under this Agreement unless directed otherwise by the County.

Contractor shall have the right to terminate this contract for convenience upon
sixty (60) days prior written notice to the County.

4.3. Compensation. In the event of termination, County shall pay Contractor for
professional services satisfactorily performed up to and including the date of County’s written
notice of termination.

Professional liability (i.e, “malpractice”) insurance with minimum policy
limits of the greater of (i) the limit available on the policy or (ii) One
Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00), combined single limits, per occurrence
and aggregate. Contractor shall obtain and maintain, said professional
liability insurance during the life of this Agreement and, if said insurance
is on a claims-made basis, for three years after completion of the work
hereunder.

Contractor shall designate a representative for purposes of this Agreement who
shall be authorized to issue all consents, approvals, directives and agreements on behalf of
Contractor called for by this Agreement, except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement.

6.3.  Intentionally Omitted.

6.4. Notices. Any notices, documents, correspondence or other communications
concerning this Agreement or the work hereunder may be provided by personal delivery,
facsimile or mail and shall be addressed as set forth below. Such communication shall be
deemed served or delivered: a) at the time of delivery if such communication is sent by personal
delivery; b) at the time of transmission if such communication is sent by facsimile; and c) 48
hours after deposit in the U.S. Mail as reflected by the official U.S. postmark if such
communication is sent through regular United States mail.

6.5.  Drug Free Workplace. Contractor certifies that it provides a drug-free workplace
by complying with all provisions of California’s Drug Free Workplace Act of 1990.
Contractor’s failure to conform to these requirements shall constitute a material breach of this
Agreement and shall be cause for immediate termination of this Agreement by County.
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6.6.  Attorneys’ Fees. In the event that litigation is brought by any party in connection
with this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the opposing party all
costs and expenses, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, incurred by the prevailing party in the
exercise of any of its rights or remedies hereunder or the enforcement of any of the terms,
conditions, or provisions hereof.

6.7.  Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed under the
laws of the State of California without giving effect to that body of laws pertaining to conflict of
laws. In the event of any legal action to enforce or interpret this Agreement, the parties hereto
agree that the sole and exclusive venue shall be a court of competent jurisdiction located in
Plumas County, California.

6.8.  Assignment. Contractor shall not voluntarily or by operation of law assign,
transfer, sublet or encumber all or any part of Contractor's interest in this Agreement without
County's prior written consent. Any attempted assignment, transfer, subletting or encumbrance
shall be void and shall constitute a breach of this Agreement and cause for termination of this
Agreement. Regardless of County's consent, no subletting or assignment shall release Contractor
of Contractor's obligation to perform all other obligations to be performed by Contractor
hereunder for the term of this Agreement.

6.9. Indemnification and Hold Harmless. To the fullest extent permitted by law,
Contractor shall protect, defend with counsel approved in writing by County, indemnify and hold
harmless County and its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents and those
special districts and agencies which County’s Board of Supervisors acts as the governing Board
(“County Indemnitees”) from any and all claims, liabilities, expenses, including attorney fees,
damage to property or injuries to or death of any person or persons or damages of any nature
including, but not by way of limitation, all civil claims or workers’ compensation claims arising
out of, pertaining to, or relating in any way with the intentional or negligent acts, error or
omissions of Contractor, its employees, agents or subcontractors in the performance of this
Agreement. If judgment is entered against Contractor and County by a court of competent
jurisdiction because of concurrent active negligence of Contractor and County Indemnitees,
Contractor and County agree that liability will be apportioned as determined by the court.
Notwithstanding anything stated above, nothing contained herein shall relieve Contractor of any
insurance requirements or obligations created elsewhere in this Agreement.

6.10. Independent Contractor. Contractor is and shall be acting at all times as an
independent contractor and not as an employee of County. Contractor shall secure, at his
expense, and be responsible for any and all payment of Income Tax, Social Security, State
Disability Insurance Compensation, Unemployment Compensation, and other payroll deductions
for Contractor and its officers, agents, and employees, and all business licenses, if any are
required, in connection with the services to be performed hereunder.

6.11.  PERS Eligibility Indemnification. In the event that Contractor or any employee,
agent, or subcontractor of Contractor providing services under this Agreement claims or is
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction or the California Public Employees Retirement
System (PERS) to be eligible for enrollment in PERS as an employee of the County, Contractor
shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless County for the payment of any employee and/or
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employer contributions for PERS benefits on behalf of Contractor or its employees, agents, or
subcontractors, as well as for the payment of any penalties and interest on such contributions,
which would otherwise be the responsibility of County.

Notwithstanding any other agency, state or federal policy, rule, regulation, law or ordinance to
the contrary, Contractor and any of its employees, agents, and subcontractors providing service
under this Agreement shall not qualify for or become entitled to, and hereby agree to waive any
claims to, any compensation, benefit, or any incident of employment by County, including but
not limited to eligibility to enroll in PERS as an employee of County and entitlement to any
contribution to be paid by County for employer contribution and/or employee contributions for
PERS benefits.

6.11. Ownership of Documents. All findings, reports, documents, information and data
including, but not limited to, computer tapes or discs, files and tapes furnished or prepared by
Contractor or any of its subcontractors in the course of performance of this Agreement, shall be
and remain the sole property of County. Contractor agrees that any such documents or
information shall not be made available to any individual or organization without the prior
consent of County. Contractor shall deliver to County any findings, reports, documents,
information, data, in any form, including but not limited to, computer tapes, discs, files audio
tapes or any other Project related items as requested by County or its authorized representative,
at no additional cost to the County.

6.12. Public Records Act Disclosure. Contractor has been advised and is aware that all
reports, documents, information and data including, but not limited to, computer tapes, discs or
files furnished or prepared by Contractor, or any of its subcontractors, and provided to County
may be subject to public disclosure as required by the California Public Records Act (California
Government Code Section 6250 et. seq.). Exceptions to public disclosure may be those
documents or information that qualify as trade secrets, as that term is defined in the California
Government Code Section 6254.7, and of which Contractor informs County of such trade secret.
The County will endeavor to maintain as confidential all information obtained by it that is
designated as a trade secret. The County shall not, in any way, be liable or responsible for the
disclosure of any trade secret including, without limitation, those records so marked if disclosure
is deemed to be required by law or by order of the Court.

6.13. Responsibility for Errors. Contractor shall be responsible for its work and results
under this Agreement. Contractor, when requested, shall furnish clarification and/or explanation
as may be required by the County’s representative, regarding any services rendered under this
Agreement at no additional cost to County. In the event that an error or omission attributable to
Contractor occurs, then Contractor shall, at no cost to County, provide all necessary professional
services necessary to rectify and correct the matter to the reasonable satisfaction of County and
to participate in any meeting required with regard to the correction.

6.14. Prohibited Employment. Contractor will not employ any regular employee of
County while this Agreement is in effect.

6.15. Order of Precedence. In the event of an inconsistency in this Agreement and any
of the attached Exhibits, the terms set forth in this Agreement shall prevail. If, and to the extent
this Agreement incorporates by reference any provisions of the Exhibits such provisions shall be
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deemed a part of this Agreement. Nevertheless, if there is any conflict among the terms and
conditions of this Agreement and those of any such provision or provisions so incorporated by
reference, this Agreement shall govern over the attachments.

6.16. Costs. Each party shall bear its own costs and fees incurred in the preparation and
negotiation of this Agreement and in the performance of its obligations hereunder except as
expressly provided herein.

6.17. No Third Party Beneficiary Rights. This Agreement is entered into for the sole
benefit of County and Contractor and no other parties are intended to be direct or incidental
beneficiaries of this Agreement and no third party shall have any right in, under or to this
Agreement.

6.18. Headings. Paragraphs and subparagraph headings contained in this Agreement
are included solely for convenience and are not intended to modify, explain or to be a full or
accurate description of the content thereof and shall not in any way affect the meaning or
interpretation of this Agreement.

6.19. Construction. The parties have participated jointly in the negotiation and drafting
of this Agreement. In the event an ambiguity or question of intent or interpretation arises with
respect to this Agreement, this Agreement shall be construed as if drafted jointly by the parties
and in accordance with its fair meaning. There shall be no presumption or burden of proof
favoring or disfavoring any party by virtue of the authorship of any of the provisions of this
Agreement.

6.20. Amendments. Only a writing executed by the parties hereto or their respective
successors and assigns may amend this Agreement.

6.21. Waiver. The delay or failure of either party at any time to require performance or
compliance by the other of any of its obligations or agreements shall in no way be deemed a
waiver of those rights to require such performance or compliance. No waiver of any provision of
this Agreement shall be effective unless in writing and signed by a duly authorized representative
of the party against whom enforcement of a waiver is sought. The waiver of any right or remedy
in respect to any occurrence or event shall not be deemed a waiver of any right or remedy in
respect to any other occurrence or event, nor shall any waiver constitute a continuing waiver.

6.22. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is determined by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable in any circumstance, such determination shall not
affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining terms and provisions hereof or of the
offending provision in any other circumstance. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the value of
this Agreement, based upon the substantial benefit of the bargain for any party is materially
impaired, which determination as made by the presiding court or arbitrator of competent
jurisdiction shall be binding, then both parties agree to substitute such provision(s) through good
faith negotiations.

6.23. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each
of which shall be deemed an original. All counterparts shall be construed together and shall
constitute one agreement.

EXHIBIT A

SCOPE OF WORK

Purpose. To deliver quality, respectful medical services to inmates at the Plumas County
Correctional Facility (“PCCFE”).

Services to be provided. Contractor shall provide professional nursing services to the
PCCEF, as follows:

a.

One (1) nurse shall be on duty and available to the jail Monday through Friday
(excluding holidays) between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. (excluding a one-hour lunch-
break) to provide daily “sick call”, set up medication to be dispensed throughout
the day, dispense medications to inmates while at the facility during routine hours.
Nurse shall have medication set up that is to be dispensed on weekends by PCCF
staff, and handle other tasks related to the provision of nursing services under this
Agreement.

At least one (1) nurse shall be on-call at all other times, including holidays, to
provide call-back nursing services as requested by the PCCF with reasonable
response times.

County and Contractor shall coordinate to provide any necessary training to
PCCEF staff as to appropriate situations to request call-back nursing services.

Contractor shall ensure that the PCCF has the contact information, including
telephone number, of the designated on-call nurse(s) at all times. If the
designated on-call nurse does not respond, County may contact Contractor and
request that a substitute on-call nurse respond.

All nurses shall be supervised by doctors associated with the North Fork Family
Medicine practice group. Contractor shall enter into an appropriate agreement
with North Fork Family Medicine to provide for such supervision. Nurses shall
perform triage on medical requests from inmate patients and shall consult with
physicians regarding care and treatment of inmate patients as is necessary and
appropriate. Nurses shall oversee the dispensing of medications to inmate
patients in accordance with physician orders.

Public Health Agency shall implement the Strategic Prevention Framework (SPF) Partnerships for
Success (PFS) project. The overall goal of the SPF PFS project is to provide a comprehensive evidence-
based approach to prevent prescription drug misuse and abuse among persons aged 12 to 25. Public
Health shall work to strengthen the county substance use disorder primaty prevention service
infrastructure, increase community awateness of risk of harm associated with prescription drug abuse,
collect and report to DHCS data in accordance with federal reposting requirements.

Plumas County cutrently has the highest rate of prescription related opiate overdose in the state. Lassen
County ranks number three. A close analysis of death certificates shows this rate steadily increasing over
the last ten yeats.

Plumas County Public Health Agency, along with hospital, behavioral health and law enforcement
partners from Plumias, Sierra and Lassen Counties have prepared a Coalition. The coalition will identify
activities within three defined federal priority areas to reduce the number of preventable deaths from
opiate overdose and misuse. These areas include: improving prescribing practices, increasing access to
medication assisted treatment, and increasing access to the life-saving opiate antagonist medicine
naloxone through first respondet, community program and pharmacy pattnership.

Description/Recommendation: ~ Approve and authorize the Chair to sign the Certificates of
Compliance for the MediCal Cost Avoidance Program and the County Subvention Program for FY
2017/2018 from the California Department of Veterans Affairs.

Background Information: The State of California, through the California Department of Veterans
Affairs (CDVA) provides funds of the cutrent Plumas County Veterans Services Office budget. The
California Military and Veterans Code, Sections 972.1 and 972.2 outline how these funds will be
distributed.

This revenue is generated through three State implemented programs: County Subvention, Medi-Cal Cost
Avoidance (MCCA) and the Veterans Service Office Fund (VSOF), and are distributed through the
California Department of Veterans Affairs. As all fifty-eight Counties participate equally in these revenue
programs, actual revenue per County can fluctuate dramatically from year to year depending on the
workload and other factots of each office during each reporting period.

Subvention Funding is a constant fund to all participating counties on a pro rate basis. This allocation is
based on the overall State Workload of all County Veterans Setvice Offices, and stable allocations, one to
assist with covering the administrative costs of running the office.

Medi-Cal Cost Avoidance funding is distributed to all participating counties on a pro rata basis using a
formula based on the number of claims processed as a direct result of referrals from the Department of
Social Services.

Veterans Service Officer Funds are distributed to each county based on Net County Cost of the County
Veterans Setvice Office. This funding is derived from sale of special veteran’s license plates.

Budget and Position Allocation. A Licensed, Registered Nurse is required
fo oversee medications management and to follow through with orders
from the Medical Doctor/Psychiatrist in the Tele-psychiatry program. The
position does not draw on County General Funds and is fully funded by
sources including the Mental Health Services Act, MediCal
reimbursements, Realignment and SAMHSA Mental Health Block Grant
and Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Block Grant.

It is critical to fill the position at this time due to the licensing and
requlatory requirements for medications management and psychiatric
prescriptions. Both of these clinical services are essential in the county’s
behavioral health outpatient treatment services and board and care
program.

The position is vacant due to the promotion of Sally Mitchell to Nursing
Director.

Can the department use other wages until the next budget cycle?

What are staffing levels at other counties for similar departments and/or
positions?

Staffing is comparable for like-sized departments in the Superior Region; Plumas
is one of two counties that operate a county board and care facility (Sierra
House) and provides medications management for its residents and tele-
psychiatric services in outpatient treatment. The Behavioral Health department
has been challenged in recruiting licensed nursing staff over the past four years.

Telepsychiatry services at the jail and outpatient treatment, and Community Care
Licensure at Sierra House may be impacted if a Registered Nurse is not hired in
a timely manner.

RE: Request approval to enter into Instructional Service Agreement with Feather River
Community College

Recommendation: It is respectfully requested that the Board of Supervisors authorize
the Behavioral Health Director to enter into an Instructional Service Agreement with
Feather River Community College for the purpose of providing addiction studies and
counseling education program. It is anticipated that the credit course, Psychology 170,
will be offered in Fall 2017.

Background and Discussion: As the Board of Supervisors is aware, the Behavioral
Health department has been implementing clinical and system improvements for
evidence-based practice and training. Since the merger of the department of substance
use disorders (formerly called alcohol and other drug services) with mental health, one
of the department’s primary objectives has been to cross-train clinical staff, including
case management specialists, therapists, and nursing on chemical dependencies and
addictions. Dual-diagnosis, also referred to as co-occurring diagnosis, is a condition
that is increasingly identified in the department’s intake and assessment process. To
that end, the Department has been working with Feather River Community College and
with the California Consortium of Addiction Programs and Professionals (CCAPP) to
develop coursework that meets the State’s standards and counselor certification
requirements. Eric Emery, Ph.D., Deputy Director for the Department is qualified to
provide instruction for the course which will be offered as open registration. Two dozen
Behavioral Health and Public Health employees expect to enroll in the course which will
provide 3 credits and 45 hours.

Based on the pilot class, the Behavioral Health Department is looking forward to
developing an expanded program. FRC and CCAPP are looking forward to providing a
program in our geographic area as the nearest program offered for our residents is a
two-hour commute.

The Instructional Service Agreement was reviewed and approved by County Counsel
and is on file.



INSTRUCTIONAL SERVICE AGREEMENT BETWEEN
Feather River Community College District and
Plumas County Behavioral Health Services

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between the Feather River
Community College District (DISTRICT) and Plumas County Behavioral Health Services
(AGENCY).

1. Authority, Purpose, and Scope

This Agreement is entered into pursuant to Education Code Section 70902 and applicable
regulations adopted by the Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges and
relates to the provision of instruction and other services by AGENCY from July 1, 2017 to
June 30, 2018 under this Instructional Services Agreement (Agreement).

This Agreement shall take effect only after the DISTRICT receives written confirmation
from an affected high school or community college district that the terms of section 55301
of Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations have been met so as to allow DISTRICT
to establish courses outside of its boundaries.

2. Instructional Services to be Provided

AGENCY will provide instructional and other services for addiction studies and counseling
education programs as follows and as described below. DISTRICT is responsible for the
educational program described in this Agreement.

a. The DISTRICT courses that are the subject of this Agreement have obtained all
applicable approvals and are described in Attachment A hereto which is
incorporated herein by reference. DISTRICT will not be required to offer courses
pursuant to this Agreement if a sufficient number of students, as determined by
DISTRICT, do not enroll in the courses.

b. AGENCY will provide outreach and recruitment, assessment, student follow-up
and orientation services to students in the programs covered by this agreement.
DISTRICT will provide training for AGENCY staff in how to conduct assessment
and will provide all necessary materials for the assessment process. DISTRICT
and AGENCY may jointly conduct an orientation for the students involved in this
program. Nothing in this section or elsewhere in this Agreement requires
DISTRICT employees to travel to any instructional site outside of DISTRICT
boundaries.

c. DISTRICT will provide administrative and academic supervision for instruction
carried out by AGENCY employees and record keeping and other administrative
services pertaining to the granting of college credit to students enrolled in the
classes. DISTRICT will provide staff from the college’s Admissions and Records



Office to assist and train AGENCY staff in the completing of necessary student
application forms. All completed applications will be submitted directly to and
reviewed by the Admissions and Records Office at DISTRICT. DISTRICT will
provide counseling services and other appropriate ancillary and student support
services to the students in these programs.

1) For DISTRICT’s programs, AGENCY will provide the services of qualified
instructors as determined by DISTRICT, administrative supervision for that
instruction, record keeping and other administrative services pertaining to
students enrolied in the classes and subject area experts as guest speakers.

2) All classes offered under this Agreement by AGENCY shall be fully open to
enrollment and participation by any person who has been admitted to the
“college and who meets such prerequisites as may be established pursuant to
Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations. The District's policy on open
enroliment is published in its catalog and class schedules that also describe
approved courses and whether courses are offered for credit and transferable.
Courses offered under this Agreement shall be advertised to the public.
Supervision and evaluation of students will be provided by qualified instructors.

3) AGENCY will provide adequate documentation verifying that instructors
satisfy minimum qualifications or equivalencies for instructing the course(s).
For instructors who do not meet minimum qualifications, as specifically stated
in the January 2012 State handbook “Minimum Qualifications for Faculty and
Administrators in California Community Colleges” or the most recent version
thereof but who have submitted education and/or experience which can be
used to establish that equivalencies to minimum qualifications have been met,
DISTRICT will determine whether an individual possesses equivalencies.
Equivalency determinations must be made in favor of a given individual before
that individual is permitted to commence instruction in a DISTRICT course.

4) Prior to the commencement of instruction, each instructor of the referenced
course(s) shall enter into a written agreement with DISTRICT in accordance
with Title 5, Section 58058 (b) of the California Code of Regulations, a copy of
which is attached as Attachment B and is incorporated herein by reference.
AGENCY has reviewed and approves the instructor agreement and is bound
by any provisions of that Agreement that require AGENCY activities. AGENCY
shall assure applicable provisions of Title 5 are followed in the conduct of the
course(s). DISTRICT has the primary right to control, direct, and evaluate the
activities of the instructor(s) furnished by AGENCY during the term of the
contract. DISTRICT shall furnish the instructors provided by AGENCY with an
orientation, instructor's manual, course outlines, curriculum materials, testing
and grading rosters and procedures necessary to implement DISTRICT
courses.



5) AGENCY agrees that its employees who serve as instructors under this
Agreement are employees of AGENCY, and shall be deemed employees of
DISTRICT for the sole purposes of, and in accordance with, section 58058(b)
of Title 5. AGENCY agrees that its employees who serve as instructors under
this Agreement shall receive no compensation or benefits from DISTRICT and
may be terminated from their role as instructors by DISTRICT at any time and
for any reason whatsoever and without cause.

AGENCY employees who serve as course instructors shall use DISTRICT
attendance and grading forms in recording attendance, progress, and grades
in accordance with DISTRICT attendance and grading procedures and shall
ensure that students who are enrolled in DISTRICT courses are engaged in
appropriate educational activities and held to an appropriate level of academic
rigor.

6) AGENCY shall ensure that its employees who serve as course instructors or
who otherwise have access to student information, maintain the confidentiality
of student education records in accordance with federal and state law. Records
of student attendance and achievement shall be maintained by the AGENCY
for a period of three years from the completion of a course. AGENCY shall
refer all inquiries regarding student information to the DISTRICT’s Admissions
and Records Office. AGENCY shall return all student education records to
DISTRICT within seven (7) days of the conclusion of each course covered by
this Agreement or sooner if requested by DISTRICT.

7) AGENCY shall ensure that its employees satisfy all applicable provisions of
Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations that require the instructor to
provide immediate supervision and control of students in the conduct of District
courses.

8) Students enrolled in the referenced course(s) shall pay appropriate
enroliment and other fees and nonresident tuition (if applicable) as required by
the laws of the State of California. For the purposes of this ISA, students will
not pay health and transit fees associated with classes provided by AGENCY.
AGENCY shall be responsible for collecting all applicable student fees that are
not paid directly to DISTRICT and for ensuring DISTRICT receives student fees
collected by AGENCY. All students must be enrolled no later than the last day
for enrollment as determined by DISTRICT. AGENCY shall work with
DISTRICT to clear the rolls of inactive enrollment in accordance with Section
58004 of Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations and DISTRICT census
procedures. Students may withdraw from the class prior to completion and shall
receive grades or nonevaluative symbols regarding their withdrawals in
accordance with DISTRICT procedures. The last day to qualify for an
enroliment fee/tuition refund is based upon the length of the course and is
determined by DISTRICT. The DISTRICT Admissions and Records Office will
inform AGENCY of these dates once a class is scheduled.



d. The services specified above will be provided primarily at the AGENCY facilities
or at other locations mutually agreed to by DISTRICT and AGENCY. AGENCY
shall ensure that any facilities where instruction is provided are clearly identified
as being open to the public and that such facilities meet all applicable safety and
health regulations. AGENCY shall ensure that it provides equipment and/or
instructional materials that are adequate and suitable for the courses and the
numbers of students in attendance.

3. Indemnification

To the fullest extent permitted by law, AGENCY shall defend, indemnify, and hold
harmless DISTRICT, its officers, officials, agents, employees, and volunteers from and
against all claims, damages, losses, and expenses (including but not limited to attorney
fees and court costs) arising from the acts, errors, mistakes, omissions, work or service
of AGENCY, its agents, employees, or any tier of AGENCY'’s subcontractors in the
performance of this Agreement. The insurance requirements of this Agreement will not
be construed as limiting the scope of this indemnification.

DISTRICT shall defend, indemnify and hold AGENCY, its officers, employees and
agents harmless from and against any and all liability, loss, expense (including
reasonable attorneys’ fees), or claims for injuries or damages arising out of the
performance of this Agreement but only in proportion to and to the extent such liability,
loss, expense, attorneys’ fees or claims for injury or damages are caused by or result
from the negligent or intentional acts or omissions of District, its officers, employees or
agents.

4. Insurance

DISTRICT and AGENCY shall each maintain insurance against liability for personal injury
in an amount of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate
during the course of this Agreement. Each policy shall include the other party as additional
insured. “Additional insured” for purposes of AGENCY’s policy protecting DISTRICT shall
include the DISTRICT, its Board of Trustees, its employees and agents.

5. Reimbursement for Services, Facilities and Equipment
DISTRICT agrees to reimburse AGENCY for the use of its resources and staff as follows:

a. DISTRICT will reimburse AGENCY at a rate of $2.857 per California community
college eligible credit contact hour ($1500 per FTES), generated by enroliment
in any credit classes agreed by the parties for delivery by AGENCY less
enroliment fees. If classes are offered on DISTRICT facilities then the fee
arrangement will be re-negotiated. Only students enrolled prior to the class



census day (determined once a class is scheduled) will be included in the total
class enroliment count.

b. Instructional reimbursement is limited to 10 FTES per year (5250 credit contact
hours) for this contract period. Payment will be based upon above described
credit rate according to subsections (a) above. This payment is the only
reimbursement/support that will be provided by DISTRICT unless an
amendment to this contract is agreed in writing by both parties for offering credit
courses.

7. Termination

Either party may terminate this agreement by giving a 30-day notice of intent to terminate
to the other party. Termination will not be effective until all the courses in process on the
date the notice is given have been completed.

Background and Discussion

May 17, 2017, was the Department Administrative Assistant’s last day in the Probation
Department. She took a position with another County department. This left a vacancy in the
Administrative Assistant allocation for the department. This position was proposed in the
Probation Department 2017-2018 budget. The position was fully funded in the 2016-2017
budget year in the General Fund (20400). In the budget request for 2017-2018, the
Administrative Assistant position is funded exactly the same as the prior year, 1.0 FTE
(20400).

Therefore, we respectfully request the approval to refill the Administrative Assistant position.
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QUESTIONS FOR STAFFING CRITICAL POSITIONS WHICH ARE
CURRENTLY ALLOCATED.

Is there a legitimate business, statutory or financial justification to fill the
position? Yes, the Administrative Assistant position is a legitimate business
justification due to the fiscal and administrative support duties necessary within
the Probation Department.

Why is it critical that this position be filled at this time? The main function of this
position is covering a wide range of required responsibilities, to include
administrative responsibilities to the Chief Probation Officer and providing fiscal
support to the Department Fiscal Officer.

How long has the position been vacant? The former Administrative Assistant’s
last day was May 17, 2017. She has transferred to the Behavioral Health

Department.

Can the department use other wages until the next budget cycle? Other wages are
not suitable in recruiting, hiring, and retaining an Administrative Assistant.

What are staffing levels at other counties for similar departments and/or
positions? Other county Probation Departments of similar size use a comparable
number of Administrative Assistants.

Consistent, timely work flow and completion of assignments related to claiming
requirements, payment of bills, and related fiscal duties would be negatively
impacted without the Administrative Assistant.

MANAGER POSITION.

It is Recommended that the Board of Supervisors

Manager position as soon as administratively possible.

Background and Discussion

The Department of Social Services has received notification that an incumbent employee
filling a Staff Services Manager position will be leaving his position. The expected date is
sometime in June.

As is described more completely in the enclosed back-up documentation, the position being
vacated is a mission-critical one-of-a-kind position with oversight and management
responsibilities for the Department’s fiscal and accounting control division. This division of
the Department is responsible for financial management, statistical reporting to state and
federal sources, accounting, program level budgeting and county budget preparation and
control. It is complex, detail-oriented and subject to significant levels of state, federal and
local review including federal and state audits.

It is requested that the Board approve filling the position as soon as it is administratively
possible.

Financial Impact

Funds to support this position are derived from state, federal and Realignment financial
sources. There is no impact to the County General Fund.

It is Recommended that the Board of Supervisors

2. Authorize the Director of the Department of Social Services to sign the agreement
as the Board’s designee.

3. Authorize the Department of Social Services to extend the agreement for two
additional twelve month terms (2017-2018 and 2018-2019) subject to an agreement
to terms and compensation amount.

Background and Discussion

California Welfare and Institutions (W&I) Code, Section 300, provides counties with the
authority to remove children from the home of their parent(s) when a Court determines,
based on the result of an investigation by a child protective services social worker, that the
child may not safely remain in the home. When a social worker makes such a
determination the county petitions the Court for removal of the child from the unsafe
environment. If the Court approves the petition, the child becomes a Dependent of the
Court until it is determined that the child can safely return to the home.

Each party to a W&l Code Section 300 proceeding is entitled to legal representation. In
most cases, the Court appoints separate counsel to represent each of the child’'s parents.
Representation of the County Department of Social Services as the Petitioner for the
removal of the child has been provided through contract counsel for the past 15 years. For
eleven of those years representation has been provided by the law office of Bill Abramson.



Due to the length of time that Mr. Abramson has represented the County in this capacity, he
has developed significant and highly specific expertise regarding Dependency proceedings.

As part of his contract commitment, Mr. Abramson attends staff meetings with the
Department’s social workers and is available to them for consultation by telephone. He has
also developed a rapport with the staff and is familiar with many of the case situations that
come to our attention. For these reasons, the Department is recommending that the
agreement be continued.

The matter that is before your Board today is the renewal of Mr. Abramson’s contract for FY
2017-2018. The agreement provides for two extensions. The agreement may also be
canceled by either party subject to a 30-day notification.

Financial Impact

Total cost of the agreement is $50,400 annually. Under the cost sharing ratios in place for
child welfare services Federal participation in this cost is $16,500 (50%). Under 2011
Public Safety Realignment, County Realignment funds contribute the remaining 50% of the
cost.

Because the Federal share of this program is open ended and the balance is charged to
2011 Public Safety Realignment, there are sufficient funds available to cover this cost in the

budget year.

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Services Adgreement

This Agreement is made by and between the COUNTY OF PLUMAS, a political

subdivision of the State of California, by and through its Department of Social Services
(hereinafter referred to as “County” or "DSS"), and Bill Abramson, Attorney at Law
(hereinafter referred to as "Attorney”).

The parties agree as follows:

Scope of Work. Attorney shall provide the County with services as set forth in
Exhibit A, attached hereto.

Compensation. County shall pay Attorney for services provided to County
pursuant to this Agreement at a flat rate of $4,200 per month. In addition to the
flat fee specified above, County agrees to compensate Attorney for any hours
worked in conjunction with this Agreement that exceed a total of 20 hours per
month at the rate of $140.00 per hour. In addition, County agrees to reimburse
Attorney for the actual documented cost incurred in connection with services
including postage, photocopies, and printing of briefs. To the extent that any out
of county travel is required in connection with this Agreement, County agrees to
compensate Attorney in accordance with the rates that are provided for by the
Board of Supervisors for County Employees.

Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from July 1, 2017 through June 30,
2018, unless terminated earlier as provided herein.

Extension. This Agreement may be extended for two additional 12 month
periods not to exceed a total of 3 years subject to an agreement by the parties
regarding compensation.

Among the
targeted goals within that plan is improving parent education in the community. Parent-
Child Interaction Therapy can be an effective educational tool, in particular for parents
and their young children. PCIT utilizes coaching to encourage positive interactions and
behaviors between a parent and their child. Through this process, parents can learn
about how such positive exchanges can lessen the potential that an at-risk or over-
burdened family could come into the child welfare system.



Plumas Rural Services has implemented PCIT through a collaborative effort with
support from the Plumas County Behavioral Health Department. In accordance with the
elements in the Board-approved System Improvement Plan that target increasing parent
education, the Department of Social Services began referring families to the PRS PCIT
project. Due to the specialized nature of these services and their immediate availability
to at-risk families, referrals were initiated before a contract could be fully executed.

it is requested then that the Board ratify this agreement and authorize the Director of the
Department of Social Services to sign the agreement as the Board's designee.
Additionally, the Board is asked to approve the execution of two 12 calendar month
extensions of the agreement subject to an agreement regarding compensation.

Financial Impact

Parent Child Interaction Therapy

SCOPE OF WORK

Plumas Rural Services (PRS) will provide Parent Child Interaction Therapy (PCIT) for
parents and their young children who are referred by Child Welfare Services (CWS) for this
therapy modality. PCIT is a successful evidence-based model for providing parents with
effective behavior modification techniques to promote healthy interaction between them
and their children. The model is effective with children under the age of 7 who have
experienced or are at risk of experiencing child abuse.

The PCIT modality includes utilization of a two-way mirror behind which the therapist
observes the parent and child(ren) together, combined with a discreet earpiece worn by the
parent. The therapist coaches the parent through the earpiece on positive interaction
strategies and behaviors to promote parent-child bonding and positive parenting, while
assisting the parent with managing challenging behaviors, as appropriate.

PRS therapists will work with CWS staff to determine the desired outcomes for CWS
families utilizing PCIT. The PCIT therapist will screen and assess CWS families in order to
develop an appropriate treatment plan under the guidance of UC Davis during the clinical
supervision of the PCIT program's inaugural year. The PCIT therapist will determine if the
referred parent(s) is an appropriate candidate for PCIT. Parent(s) must display that they
are capable and able to complete the full process in order to participate in PCIT. Parent(s)
should be able to complete 3 to 4 days per week of homework in order to be successful.
Should a parent(s) be unsuitable for PCIT, the PCIT therapist will notify the appropriate
Social Worker. The PCIT therapist will be available to attend treatment team meetings as
appropriate to discuss the PCIT plan and the at-home components for the pareni(s) so the
CWS Social Workers can check in with parents to determine parental follow through on the
therapy. CWS Social Workers will ensure that PCIT is included in the case plan for parents
who have been placed in the PCIT program. CWS Social Workers will ensure that
parent(s) understand the commitment needed for PCIT before including PCIT in the case

plan.

PRS will prepare and submit quarterly and annual reports to include the number of families
served, number of children served, number parents/caregivers served, number of total
PCIT sessions provided and number of referred families unserved with reasons.

Each parent and child(ren) receive a total of up to 23 sessions during the PCIT process.
Each session includes preparation time, direct therapy and notes. Assessments are
conducted pre, mid and post to determine progress. Parents must master two parts during
the process. Mastering depends upon the participation and homework completed by the

parent.

This law establishes outcome and accountability
mechanisms for California’s Child Welfare Services programs. The outcome assessment
mechanisms are targeted toward strengthening systems used to monitor and assess the
quality of services provided on behalf of abused and neglected children.



The Plan approved by the Board on May 2" included a number of proposed improvements
targeted to strengthening families and improving outcomes for children who are in the Child
Welfare System. Among those elements are the following:

« Improving the availability of parenting education in the community.

« Providing in-home parenting using the evidence based Nurturing Families
curriculum.
Providing life skills training for parents with children in the CPS system.
Utilizing wellness centers in the communities to improve connections with parents
and children in the CWS system.

In accordance with these targeted improvements, the Department of Social Services has
arranged for services to be provided through PCIRC’s existing Wellness Centers for a set of
added services that are specific to families that are in the Child Welfare Service's Family
Reunification Program. Because these services are funded through a current year
allocation of System Improvement funds that are targeted specifically for these projects,
service delivery was initiated in January. It is requested then that the Board ratify this
agreement and authorize the Director of the Department of Social Services to sign the
agreement as the Board's designee. Additionally, the Board is asked to approve the
execution of two 12 calendar month extensions of the agreement subject to an agreement
regarding compensation.

Financial Impact

The agreement that is before the Board today is for a total of $12,000. Funding for System
improvement Projects comes from an allocation of funds that is specifically dedicated to
Child Welfare Services Outcome Improvement projects. The funds come from federal and
state sources. There is no impact to the County General Fund.

Services Agreement

This Agreement is made by and between the COUNTY OF PLUMAS, a political

subdivision of the State of California, by and through its Office of the Auditor (hereinafter
referred to as “County”), and Susan Scarlett, an individual (hereinafter referred to as
“Contractor”™).

The parties agree as follows:

L.

Scope of Work. Contractor shall provide the County with services as set forth in Exhibit
A, attached hereto.

Compensation. County shall pay Contractor for services provided to County pursuant to
this Agreement in the manner set forth in Exhibit B, attached hereto. The total amount
paid by County to Contractor under this Agreement shall not exceed Thirty-five
Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($35,000.00).

Term. The term of this agreement shall be from July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2018,
unless terminated earlier as provided herein.

Termination. Either party may terminate this agreement by giving thirty (30) days
written notice to the other party.

Non-Appropriation of Funds. It is mutually agreed that if, for the current fiscal year
and/or any subsequent fiscal years covered under this Agreement, insufficient funds are
appropriated to make the payments called for by this Agreement, this Agreement shall be
of no further force or effect. In this event, the County shall have no liability to pay any
further funds whatsoever to Contractor or furnish any other consideration under this
Agreement and Contractor shall not be obligated to perform any further services under
this Agreement. If funding for any fiscal year is reduced or deleted for the purposes of
this program, the County shall have the option to either cancel this Agreement with no
further liability incurring to the County, or offer an amendment to Contractor to reflect
the reduced amount available to the program. The parties acknowledge and agree that the
limitations set forth above are required by Article XVI, section 18 of the California
Constitution. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that said Article XV, section 18 of
the California Constitution supersedes any conflicting law, rule, regulation or statute.

Warranty and Legal Compliance. The services provided under this Agreement are non-
exclusive and shall be completed promptly and competently. Contractor shall guarantee
all parts and labor for a period of one year following the expiration of the term of this
Agreement unless otherwise specified in Exhibit A. Contractor agrees to comply with all
applicable terms of state and federal laws and regulations, all applicable grant funding
conditions, and all applicable terms of the Plumas County Code and the Plumas County
Purchasing and Practice Policies.

Amendment. This Agreement may be amended at any time by mutual agreement of the
parties, expressed in writing and duly executed by both parties. No alteration of the

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terms of this Agreement shall be valid or binding upon either party unless made in
writing and duly executed by both parties.

Insurance. Contractor agrees to maintain the following insurance coverage throughout
the term of this Agreement:

a. General liability coverage with a minimum per occurrence limit of one million
dollars ($1,000,000).

b. Professional liability coverage with a minimum per occurrence limit of two-
hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000), with a five hundred thousand dollar
($500,000) aggregate.

c. Automobile liability coverage (including non-owned automobiles), with a
minimum bodily injury limit of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) per person
and one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) per accident, as well as a
minimum property damage limit of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) per
accident.

d. Workers Compensation insurance in accordance with California state law.

If requested by County in writing, Contractor shall furnish a certificate of insurance
satisfactory to County as evidence that the insurance required above is being maintained.
Said certificate of insurance shall include a provision stating that the insurers will not
cancel the insurance coverage without thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to the County.
County reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance
policies, including endorsements affecting the coverage required by these specifications
at any time. All insurance policies shall be endorsed to name the County, its officers,
officials, employees, representatives and agents as additional insureds. Contractor’s
insurance shall be primary insurance as respects the County, its officers, officials,
employees, representatives and agents, and any insurance of self-insurance maintained by
the County, its officers, officials, employees, representatives and agents shall be in excess
of the Contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it. Contractors shall require
that each of its subcontractors maintain insurance meeting all of the requirements of this
section.

Licenses and Permits. Contractor represents and warrants to County that it or its
principals have all licenses, permits, qualifications, and approvals of whatsoever nature
that are legally required for Contractor to practice its profession and to perform its duties
and obligations under this Agreement. Contractor represents and warrants to County that
Contractor shall, at its sole cost and expense, keep in effect at all times during the term of
this Agreement any licenses, permits, and approvals that are legally required for
Contractor or its principals to practice its professions and to perform its duties and
obligations under this Agreement.

Relationship of Parties. It is understood that Contractor is not acting hereunder as an
employee of the County, but solely as an independent contractor. Contractor, by virtue of
this Agreement, has no authority to bind, or incur any obligation on behalf of, County.
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Except as expressly provided in this Agreement, Contractor has no authority or
responsibility to exercise any rights or power vested in County. It is understood by both
Contractor and County that this Agreement shall not under any circumstances be
construed or considered to create an employer-employee relationship or joint venture.

Assignment. Contractor may not assign, subcontract, sublet, or transfer its interest in this
Agreement without the prior written consent of the County.

Non-discrimination. Contractor agrees not to discriminate in the provision of service
under this Agreement on the basis of race, color, religion, marital status, national origin,
ancestry, sex, sexual orientation, physical or mental handicap, age, or medical condition.

Choice of Law. The laws of the State of California shall govern this agreement.

Interpretation. This agreement is the result of the joint efforts of both parties and their
attorneys. The agreement and each of its provisions will be interpreted fairly, simply,
and not strictly for or against either party.

Integration. This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between the parties
respecting the subject matter contained herein and supersedes any and all prior oral or
written agreements regarding such subject matter.

Severability. The invalidity of any provision of this Agreement, as determined by a court
of competent jurisdiction, shall in no way affect the validity of any other provision

hereof.

Headings. The headings and captions contained in this Agreement are for convenience
only, and shall be of no force or effect in construing and interpreting the provisions of

this Agreement.

Waiver of Rights. No delay or failure of either party in exercising any right, and no
partial or single exercise of any right, shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of that right

or any other right.

Conflict of Interest. The parties to this Agreement have read and are aware of the
provisions of Government Code section 1090 et seq. and section 87100 et seq. relating to
conflicts of interest of public officers and employees. Contractor represents that it is
unaware of any financial or economic interest of any public officer or employee of
County relating to this Agreement. It is further understood and agreed that if such a
financial interest does exist at the inception of this Agreement and is later discovered by
the County, the County may immediately terminate this Agreement by giving written
notice to Contractor.

a. Should Contractor identify a conflict of interest (pursuant to such professional
standards as are applicable to Contractor’s profession) between work performed
for County and work performed for another client, Contractor may terminate this
Agreement as of such date necessary to prevent such conflict of interest.
Contractor shall endeavor to provide as much advance notice of such termination

professional conduct, to find a replacement to perform the work described in this
Agreement and to effectuate an efficient transfer of such responsibilities.

Recommendation

Request to approve the contract with West Coast Code Consultants to provide an as-needed plan review
of building construction documents.

Background and Discussion

Historically, the Plumas County Building Department has contracted with third party plan review
companies to review plans when 1) the quantity of permit submittals exceeded the department’s ability
to review and approve building permits in a timely matter, and 2) complex residential or non-residential
building documents that presented structural and Life / Safety issues beyond the capability of staff.

Currently, the quantity of permit submittals is exceeding the capacity of staff to review and approve
building permits in a timely manner. This is both positive and negative. The economy is improving.
More people are willing to invest in their homes by remodeling and additions, and applications to build
new homes, especially larger homes that are more complex, are steady. Negatively, the combination of
a new building code effective on January 1, 2017, triggered a rush of permits submitted late in
December 2016, and the first extreme winter in years delayed permit applications to late spring, causing
a backlog.

Using WC-3 on an as-needed basis gives the department flexibility to provide timelier and better
customer service. The cost for the service is the industry standard of 65% of the plan review fees. This
includes both structural and Life / Safety review. The first review per the contract is 10 business days or
less turn around. The applicant’s plan review fee pays the cost of outside plan review. The amount spent
will not exceed the budget for professional services.

The Board of Supervisors has previously approved a private plan review contract, which is still in effect,
that the department uses for large industrial fire sprinkler review.

The department strives to provide excellent customer service (See “How Are We Doing” surveys from
previous years). With two building inspectors, we can cover building inspections daily. With the option
of additional plan review, potentially more permits can be issued in a shorter time. Construction is vital
to the county. Keeping contractors, carpenters, and subcontractors working helps the local economy.

AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL
PLAN REVIEW SERVICES

This Agreement is made and entered into as of the day of , 2017, by and between
the Plumas County, California (“Jurisdiction”) and West Coast Code Consultants, Inc. {“Consultant”).

WHEREAS, Consultant is specially trained, experienced and competent to perform the special services
which will be required by this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, Consultant is willing to render the professional services described herein on the following
terms and conditions.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1

SCOPE OF SERVICES: Consultant shall perform the services described in Exhibit “A” which is
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. Consultant shall provide said services at the
time, place, and in the manner specified in Exhibit “A”, Scope of Services, attached hereto and
incorporated by this reference, subject to the direction of the Jurisdiction.

TIME OF PERFORMANCE: The services of Consultant are to commence upon execution of this
Agreement and shall continue until all authorized work is approved by the Jurisdiction. Consultant
shall not be responsible for delays caused by circumstances beyond its reasonable control.

COMPENSATION: Compensation to be paid to Consultant shall be in accordance with the Schedule
of Fees set forth in Exhibit “B”, Schedule of Fees, which is attached hereto and incorporated by this
reference.

METHOD OF PAYMENT: Consultant shall submit monthly billings to Jurisdiction describing the work
performed during the preceding month. Consultant’s bills shall include a brief description of the
services performed, the date the services were performed, the number of hours spent and a
description of any reimbursable expenditures. Jurisdiction shall pay Consultant no later than 30 days
after approval of the monthly invoice by Jurisdiction staff. When payments made by Jurisdiction
equal 90% of the maximum fee provided for in this Agreement, no further payments shall be made
until the final work under this Agreement has been accepted by Jurisdiction.

OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS: All plans, studies, documents and other writings prepared by and for

Plan Review: WQ shall provide complete plan review services to ensure that construction
documents are in general compliance with the prescriptions of the adopted building code(s),
including any applicable state and local amendments.

Comment Lists and Plans Delivery: When plan reviews result in items that need to be addressed,
a written comment letter will be provided which refers to specific building code sections or
specific details and drawings. Comment lists are sent out to recipients designated by the
Jurisdiction via email, FAX, and/or overnight delivery. Depending on the Jurisdiction’s preferred
process, WC? will transmit plan review comments and coordinate re-checks directly with the
permit applicant/design team, or through the Jurisdiction. Once all comments have been
addressed the completed construction documents will be returned to the Jurisdiction for final
approval.

SCHEDULE OF FEES

1. Plan Review Fees: The Jurisdiction has the option to pay for plan review services as a “lump sum
fee” as shown in Table 1 or as an “hourly rate” as shown in Table 2. The “lump sum fee” is based
upon a percentage of the plan check fee collected by the Jurisdiction.

a.

The Jurisdiction must decide prior to submitting plans which fee option they would prefer.
If no fee option is chosen the “hourly rate” will be assumed. All fees are fully loaded and
include all direct labor, overhead and profit.

The “lump sum” fees cover the time required to perform a complete initial review of the
project as well as two brief follow-up reviews. Should additional reviews be required they
will be billed at the hourly rates listed in Table 1, “Hourly Billing Rates”.

While “lump sum fees” include reimbursable expenses, “hourly rates” do not. If the
hourly rate option is chosen, reimbursable fees shall be billed at a muitiple of 1.15 times
the cost incurred. Reimbursable expenses are expenses incurred directly or indirectly in
connection with the project such as, but not limited to, transportation, overnight
deliveries, courier services, professional services sales taxes, and the cost of outside
professional services.

Invoices for work performed during the previous month will be sent out at the beginning of
each month, unless requested otherwise by the Jurisdiction, Payment must be received
within thirty (30) days of receipt of the invoice.

2. Other Fees: In addition to the Basic Fees described above, time and materials methods using the
Table of Hourly Billing Rates will be used for determining fees for the following types of services:

a.

If the Jurisdiction does not require a complete plan review but would like assistance with
specialty reviews (e.g. mechanical, plumbing, electrical, energy, etc.) these reviews will be
billed at the hourly rates noted in Table 1.

Fees for problem plan checks which require more than a brief second review to approve the
project will be based on the hourly rates noted in Table 1,

Fees for “Technical Support” items described in Exhibit “A”, Scope of Services will be billed
at the hourly rates listed in Table 1 as well as travel expenses as mutually agreed upon
between WC3 and the Jurisdiction.

3. Renewal Period Fee Adjustment: The fees stated above are firm for the initial 2-year term of this
Agreement. If this Agreement is extended for additional periods, fee adjustments may be necessary;
however any request for a fee adjustment shall be made before the beginning date of the contract

Discussion and possible action.

Background:

It should be noted that this this loan-related subject is a continuation by the
Governing Board on May 9, 2017. It should also be noted that on September 29,
2016, the Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution #16-8187 to adopt the final
budget for Plumas County and the Dependent Special Districts Therein for Fiscal
Year 2016-2017. In that final budget, forty-five thousand one hundred sixty-eight
dollars ($45,168) was budgeted as a loan amount to the QLD. :



Furthermore, please be advised that notwithstanding that discussions have taken
place during the past 2-3 years about possible loans and contributions from the
General Fund to the Lighting District, this is the first actual request being made to
the General Fund for assistance

The Manager of the District is pursuing new revenues in the form of a special parcel
tax for the members of the district in order to properly fund the district, but those
revenues will not be realized until the 2017/18 fiscal year.

An Engineer’s Report has been prepared which identifies the need for an election to
take place to approve special parcel tax. See Attachments. This tax rate was
determined to be $31.34 for one year and $18.56 thereafter per parcel per year.
The need for a larger amount in the first year is to repay the loan from the County,
which must be repaid within one (1) year pursuant to State Law.

In regard to adoption of the draft Resolution, it is noted that a public notice is
scheduled to be published in the June 7, 2017 edition of the local newspaper.

Recommendation:

The Manager of the QLD respectfully recommends the Governing Board vote
affirmatively to:

1. Authorize a request to the Plumas County Board of Supervisors to borrow
the sum twenty four thousand, seven hundred dollars ($24,700) for cash flow
purposes, for a term not to exceed one (1) year, to be repaid with interest at
the Plumas County pooled funds rate.

2. Authorize the Manager to request the loan, and sign any and all documents
necessary on behalf of the District to evidence the loan and receive the loan
proceeds.

3. Accept the Engineer's Report, and adopt the subsequent identified rate
increase of $31.34 per parcel for one year and $18.56 thereafter per parcel
per year.

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PART 1 — INTRODUCTION

1.1 History of Regulatory Actions

The Quincy Lighting District was formed in July 1922 as a dependent special district of
the County. The principal act that governs the District is the State of California Highway
Lighting District Act. The East Quincy street lighting began at a meeting of the East
Quincy Services District on January 19, 1961, where 88 lights were approved to be
installed. The annexation of street lighting from the East Quincy Community Services
district with Quincy Lighting district was approved by LAFCO on June 14, 2008 and the
Board of Supervisors on June 17, 2008.

1.2 Description of Existing Infrastructure

As of June, 2008 East Quincy had a total of 137 street lights in the system. The current
number of street lights in Quincy Lighting District including Quincy and East Quincy is
383 fixtures. The lighting district encompasses approximately 3.3 square miles and
based on GIS analysis of 2010 Census data, there are 4,300 permanent residents
within the District. PG&E installs and maintains the district’'s standard light fixtures
which are the light fixtures on power poles. Of the 383 fixtures 44 are nonstandard and
are required to be maintained by the Quincy Lighting District. 10 of the nonstandard
fixtures are along Fairgrounds Road and 34 are the ornate green light fixtures in the
downtown Quincy area.

1.3 Summary of Costs to Provide Street Lighting Services

The District is managed by the County Engineering Department. The County Engineer
acts as the District’s general manager and is supported by two other county staff who
prepare engineering reports and pay bills. See Appendix A for Quincy Lighting District
map.

The cost to provide street lighting services includes not only the day-to-day operation
costs such as electricity, wages, repairs and maintenance, but also administrative
overhead costs, debt services, fee studies, and repayment of loans. See Quincy
Lighting District Revenue and Expenditures table on page 4, which calculates proposed
new tax in first year and page 5 which calculates the proposed new tax for the second
year going forward. The higher tax in the first year includes repayment of loan from the

general fund.



1.4  History of Tax Laws Effecting Funding
Proposition 13:

Proposition 13 was passed by nearly two-thirds of California’s voters, reducing property
taxes by about 57%. Property tax value was rolled back and frozen at the 1976
assessed value level, with property tax increase limited to 2% increase per year unless
sold. Proposition 13 also capped, with limited exceptions, ad valorem property tax rates
at one percent of full cash value at time of acquisition. To increase state revenue,
approval of two-thirds vote of each house of the legislature. Local “Special”’ taxes
require approval of two-thirds of the voters.

Proposition 218:

Proposition 218 was passed in 1996, the “Right to Vote on Taxes Act”. It limits the
methods by which local governments can create or increase taxes, fees and charges
without taxpayer consent. It require voter approval of almost all local taxes, including
assessments, and certain user fees. Requires notification of affected property owners,
a formal protest hearing, and in most cases a vote by property owners.

Proposition 218 and California Constitution Provisions Article Xlil D section 6 requires
the agency shall provide written notice by mail of the proposed fee or charge to the
record owner of each identified parcel upon which the fee or charge is proposed for
imposition, the amount of the fee or charge proposed to be imposed upon each, the
basis upon which the amount of the proposed fee or charge was calculated, the reason
for the fee or charge, together with the date, time, and location of the public hearing on
the on the proposed fee or charge. The agency shall conduct a public hearing upon the
proposed fee or charge not less than 45 days after mailing the notice of the proposed
fee or charge to the record owners of each identified parcel upon which the fee or
charge is proposed for imposition. At the public hearing, the agency must hear and
consider all public comments regarding the fees, but only written protests submitted
prior to the close of the public hearing shall be considered when determining whether a
majority protest against the imposition of the fees exists. Upon the conclusion of the
public hearing, if written protests against fee increase are not presented by a majority of
property owners, the legislative body may proceed with imposing the fee increase. Only
one written protest per parcel is allowed, filed by an owner or a tenant of the parcel.



PART 2 — ASSESSMENT & RECOMMENDATIONS
2.1 Revenue and Expenditures - Existing

The revenue for street lighting is supported by tax increments from tax rate areas in
both east and west Quincy. Quincy Lighting District has received little additional
revenue to cover increased cost associated with the annexation of the East Quincy
territory. A condition of the transfer of the East Quincy territory to Quincy Lighting
District was a one time payment of $5,790 and an exchange of tax increment of 0.3
percent or .003 of the property taxes. In the past, 25% of lighting costs have been
reimbursed from the Public Works Department. The assumption was that a portion of
the street lights directly benefited the County roads. The lighting district 2 year average
tax revenue is just over $33,000 per year, while the projected reoccurring expenses are
just under $69,000 per year. Clearly this is not sustainable and a new tax per parcel is
proposed to close this gap. See Quincy Lighting District revenue and expenditures on
page 4 and 5.

2.2 Revenue and Expenditures - Proposed

The projected future expenditures also include staff support to administer the district as
well as annual maintenance of the 44 non-standard light fixtures in the district. Included
is one-time capital improvement of $7,500 over a 3-year period to repair the defective
street lights in need of maintenance. Also included is repayment of $24,492.75 loan
from the general fund payable entirely after one year.

Due to the entire loan repayment required during the first year, a higher first year tax is
being proposed for the first year only. See Revenue and Expenditures Table 2.4.
Dividing the shortfall evenly over the 1,917 taxable parcels in the district equates to a
first year special parcel tax of $31.34 per parcel.

After the first year, the loan repayment is fulfilled and a lower tax is proposed for year
two going forward. See Revenue and Expenditures Table 2.5. Dividing the shortfall
evenly over the 1,917 taxable parcels in the district equates to a yearly special parcel
tax of $18.56 per parcel, starting in the second year going forward.

2.3 Conclusions

Upon preliminary approval of this report by the Quincy Lighting District Governing
Board, the clerk will authorize the Plumas County Elections Official to conduct a Special
Municipal Election on Tuesday, November 7, 2017, for the purpose of asking the voters
to approve an ordinance establishing a special parcel tax to fund the Quincy Lighting
District.

Upon a two-thirds vote of approval, the Quincy Lighting District shall be authorized and
empowered to adopt a special parcel tax, for each taxable parcel within the district, to
be collected and apportioned along with the County Property taxes, for one year
commencing July 1, 2018, and shall be tax of $31.34 annually, and then commencing
July 1, 2019, shall be reduced to $18.56 annually.

Discussion and possible action.



Background:

it should be noted that this loan-related subject is a continuation of the proposal that
was considered by the Governing Board May 9, 2017. It should also be noted that on
September 29, 2016, the Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution #16-8187 to adopt
the final budget for Plumas County and the Dependent Special Districts Therein for
Fiscal Year 2016-2017. In that final budget five thousand twenty dollars ($5,020) was
budgeted as a loan amount to the CMLD.

During the 2016/17 budget discussions, Public Works understood that the direction
from the Board of Supervisors was that the budget would be adopted with a proviso of
“no contribution” from the County General Fund to the Lighting District.

However, at some time after adoption of the budget, it was brought to light that
Government Code 23010 section (b) limits a loan of a county agency to 85% of the
district’s anticipated property tax revenue projected to be generated for the fiscal year
in which it is made. As the budgeted property tax revenue for the District was $708,
the maximum loan amount is capped at $601.80.

Therefore, in addition to the amount eligible to be loaned to CMLD, the district is
requesting a contribution from the County General Fund of the remaining amount of
four thousand four hundred dollars ($4,400) to meet its cash obligations. It should be
understood that even if all lights in the lighting district were to be shut off, effective
immediately, the current cash balance would be insufficient to cover the past due
balances currently owed to PG&E for previous lighting bills. As a loan is not a
possibility for the Lighting District to meet its cash needs, the Manager is asking the
Board to re-consider providing a contribution of General Funds to allow the Lighting
District to meet its cash needs. Furthermore, please be advised that notwithstanding
that discussions have taken place during the past 2-3 years about possible loans and
contributions from the General Fund to the Lighting District, this is the first actual
request being made to the General Fund for assistance.

The Manager of the District is pursuing new revenues in the form of a special parcel
tax for the members of the district in order to properly fund the district, but those
revenues will not be realized until the 2017/18 fiscal year.

Finally, during the budget process, due to cash restrictions, the District was not able to
budget a sufficient amount in its utility expense line item to cover the estimated utility
charges for the year. With the approval of the loan from the General Fund, the district
would like to increase its utility budget by the same amount. The attached budget
transfer has been reviewed and approved by the County Auditor.

An Engineer’s Report has been prepared which identifies the need for an election to
take place to approve special parcel tax. See Attachment. This tax rate was
determined to be $45.95 for one year and $40.49 thereafter per parcel per year.

In regard to adoption of the draft Resolution, it is noted that a public notice is
scheduled to be published in the June 7, 2017 edition of the local newspaper.



Recommendation:

The Manager of CMLD respectfully recommends the Governing Board vote affirmatively
to:

1. Authorize a request to the Plumas County Board of Supervisors to borrow the
sum of six hundred dollars ($600) for cash flow purposes, for a term not to
exceed one (1) year, to be repaid with interest at the Plumas County pooled
funds rate; to authorize the Manager to request the loan, and sign any and all
documents necessary on behalf of the District to evidence the loan and receive
the loan proceeds; and

2. Authorize a contribution from the County General Fund in the amount of four
thousand four hundred dollars ($4,400) to allow the Lighting District to meet its
cash obligations

3. Approve the attached Budget Transfer, increasing the budget line item 527800
(utilities) by two thousand six hundred dollars ($2,600) and transfer expense for
support staff costs by two thousand four hundred dollars ($2,400) to pay pending
bills through the end of FY2016-17.

4. Accept the Engineer’s Report, and the subsequent identified rate increase of
$45.95 per parcel for one year and $40.49 thereafter per parcel per year.

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PART 1 — INTRODUCTION

1.1 History of Regulatory Actions

The Crescent Mills Lighting District was formed in January 1947 as a dependent special
district of the County. The principal act that governs the District is the State of California
Highway Lighting District Act. There have been no annexations to or detachments from

the District since its formation.
1.2  Description of Existing Infrastructure

Crescent Mills has a total of 18 street lights in the system. The lighting district
encompasses approximately 0.3 square miles and based on GIS analysis of 2010
Census data, there are 373 permanent residents within the District. PG&E installs and
maintains the district’s standard light fixtures which account for all 18 street lights in the

district.
1.3 Summary of Costs to Provide Street Lighting Services

The District is managed by the County Engineering Department. The County Engineer
acts as the District’s general manager and is supported by two other county staff who
prepare engineering reports and pay bills. See Appendix B for Crescent Mills Lighting
District Street Light Location map.

The cost to provide street lighting services includes not only the day-to-day operation
costs such as electricity, wages, repairs and maintenance, but also administrative
overhead costs, debt services, fee studies, and repayment of loans. See Crescent Mills
Lighting District Revenue and Expenditures table on page 4, which calculates proposed
new tax in first year and page 5 which calculates the proposed new tax for the second
year going forward. The higher tax in the first year includes repayment of loan from the

general fund.



1.4 History of Tax Laws Effecting Funding

Proposition 13:

Proposition 13 was passed by nearly two-thirds of California’s voters, reducing property
taxes by about 57%. Property tax value was rolled back and frozen at the 1976
assessed value level, with property tax increase limited to 2% increase per year unless
sold. Proposition 13 also capped, with limited exceptions, ad valorem property tax rates
at one percent of full cash value at time of acquisition. To increase state revenue,
approval of two-thirds vote of each house of the legislature. Local “Special” taxes
require approval of two-thirds of the voters.

Proposition 218:

Proposition 218 was passed in 1996, the “Right to Vote on Taxes Act”. It limits the
methods by which local governments can create or increase taxes, fees and charges
without taxpayer consent. It require voter approval of almost all local taxes, including
assessments, and certain user fees. Requires notification of affected property owners,
a formal protest hearing, and in most cases a vote by property owners.

Proposition 218 and California Constitution Provisions Article XIll D section 6 requires
the agency shall provide written notice by mail of the proposed fee or charge to the
record owner of each identified parcel upon which the fee or charge is proposed for
imposition, the amount of the fee or charge proposed to be imposed upon each, the
basis upon which the amount of the proposed fee or charge was calculated, the reason
for the fee or charge, together with the date, time, and location of the public hearing on
the on the proposed fee or charge. The agency shall conduct a public hearing upon the
proposed fee or charge not less than 45 days after mailing the notice of the proposed
fee or charge to the record owners of each identified parcel upon which the fee or
charge is proposed for imposition. At the public hearing, the agency must hear and
consider all public comments regarding the fees, but only written protests submitted
prior to the close of the public hearing shall be considered when determining whether a
majority protest against the imposition of the fees exists. Upon the conclusion of the
public hearing, if written protests against fee increase are not presented by a majority of
property owners, the legislative body may proceed with imposing the fee increase. Only
one written protest per parcel is allowed, filed by an owner or a tenant of the parcel.



PART 2 — ASSESSMENT & RECOMMENDATIONS
21 Revenue and Expenditures - Existing

The revenue for street lighting is partially supported by tax increments from tax rate
area, but only covers approximately 25% of required revenue. The bulk of the required
revenue in the past has come from the County’s General Fund. In the past, 25% of
lighting costs have been reimbursed from the Public Works Department. The
assumption was that a portion of the street lights directly benefited the County roads.

The lighting district 2 year average tax revenue is only $778 per year, while the
projected reoccurring expenses are over $5,200 per year. Clearly this is not sustainable
and a new tax per parcel is proposed to close this large gap. See Crescent Mills
Lighting District revenue and expenditures on page 4 and 5.

2.2 Revenue and Expenditures - Proposed

The projected future expenditures also include staff support to administer the district.
No capital improvements or maintenance is needed since all maintenance and bulb
replacement is included in the utilities paid to PG&E. Included is repayment of $600
loan from the general fund payable entirely after one year.

Due to the entire loan repayment required during the first year, a higher first year tax is
being proposed for the first year only. See Revenue and Expenditures Table 2.4.
Dividing the shortfall evenly over the 110 taxable parcels in the district equates to a first
year special parcel tax of $45.95 per parcel.

After the first year, the loan repayment is fulfilled and a lower tax is proposed for year
two going forward. See Revenue and Expenditures Table 2.5. Dividing the shortfall
evenly over the 110 taxable parcels in the district equates to a yearly special parcel tax
of $40.49 per parcel, starting in the second year going forward.

2.3 Conclusions

Upon preliminary approval of this report by the Crescent Mills District Governing Board,
the clerk will authorize the Plumas County Elections Official to conduct a Special
Municipal Election on Tuesday, November 7, 2017, for the purpose of asking the voters
to approve an ordinance establishing a special parcel tax to fund the Crescent Mills
Lighting District.

Upon a two-thirds vote of approval, the Crescent Mills Lighting District shall be
authorized and empowered to adopt a special parcel tax, for each taxable parcel within
the district, to be collected and apportioned along with the County Property taxes, for
one year commencing July 1, 2018, and shall be tax of $45.95 annually, and then
commencing July 1, 2019, shall be reduced to $40.49 annually.

Subject: Approval for the BCSA to pay Wilburn Construction for an Emergency
Expenditure

BACKGROUND

Due to the extreme amount of precipitation this winter and infiltration issues with the BCSA
sewer system, one of the 4 sewer disposal ponds exceeded and came close to exceeding its
capacity on three other occasions. This problem was compounded by a faulty control valve used
to divert the sewer flow and the high ground water infiltrating into the sewer ponds, reducing the
capacity they can hold.

Due to the main pond filling and overtopping on two instances and coming very close on a third,
a large pump was rented from Wilburn construction by Engineering Department staff to pump
effluent from the full sewer pond to the other three reserve ponds. There were three occasions
that this pump was rented for this purpose: February 14, 2017, March 10, 2017, and again on
April 14, 2017. The February 14th rental of the pump was paid by use of a no contract claim.
The March and April rental of this pump are $876 each for a total rental cost of $1,752.

Without the use of this pump, the sewer pond would have overtopped further and most likely

would have contaminated lands off site and potentially the middle fork of the Feather River,
which would carry heavy fines from the Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board.

RECOMMENDATION

The Beckwourth CSA Manager respectfully requests that the Governing Board authorize the
Manager of the Beckwourth CSA to pay the invoices totaling $1,752 to Wilburn Construction
without a contract and to ratify all approved work performed to date.
