
Many vaping devices don’t look like traditional tobacco products. They might look 
like USB drives, office supplies, or computer gear. Vinyl “skins” are sold separately to 
decorate the devices in cartoons or graphic prints. Bottled liquid nicotine (called e-liquid 
or e-juice) is often packaged to look like candy, juice boxes, or other sweet treats.

The Juul is very popular among teens. It uses  
pre-filled flavored nicotine pods. Many similar-
looking vape devices are available.  

Vape devices like the Suorin Drop (center) are small 
and sleek looking. Some use pre-filled nicotine 
pods, some can be re-filled with nicotine e-liquid.

These “pen-style” vape devices could easily be 
mistaken for a small pen. Many vape devices can 
also be used to vape marijuana (THC or CBD).

Vape devices like these are called “mods.” They 
use nicotine e-liquid. The e-liquid comes in popular 
candy flavors like gummy bear and salted caramel.
